
BEGINNING ACRYLIC PAINTING 
 
2 oz. tubes of each of the following colors:
- white, red, yellow, blue, magenta, black

*(some economical brands: ProArt from Porch School Supply, Liquitex Basics from Michael’s, Blick Studio 
from www.dickblick.com) 

- Acrylic Gel Medium or gloss medium  (not matte medium)
- plastic round palette with wells (or sturdy plastic plates)
- plastic palette knives (2)
- round brushes and 2 bright or filbert brushes, assorted sizes 
- 1 pad of Bristol or heavyweight drawing paper
- ebony pencil or other drawing pencil, sharpener, and white eraser

Optional:
- 1 9” x 12” pad of canvas paper (not palette paper)
- additional paints and brushes
- pre-stretched canvases or other painting surfaces
- small empty spray bottle (can be purchased from walmart or target for $1)
- smock (or you can just wear clothes you don’t mind getting paint on)
- small bottle isopropyl alcohol
